For four straight years, he was a strong 
member of the starting rotation at Lawrence University finishing in the top ten in several 
single season record categories and career records as well.

Drafted by the Minnesota Twins in the 1987 June draft, Bryan Roskom played 3 years in the minor 
leagues.  Bryan primarily played in the Midwest League playing nearly every position except 
centerfield!  For the past 6 years, Bryan has been a mainstay in the Appleton Legends pitching 
rotation while playing a variety of other positions as well.  During the last 5 years, Bryan assisted at 
Lawrence University working with hitters and pitchers. 

David Gassner is native to Hortonville High School helping the baseball team to one of their 3 state 
titles under Varsity Baseball Coach Don Williams. He went to Purdue University and pitched for 
4 years helping the Boilers to 3 straight Big Ten Tournaments and was 1st Team All-Big Ten his 
senior year. The left-hander was then selected in the 24th round in the 2001 by the Toronto Blue 
Jays. In 2003 he was traded to the Minnesota Twins. In 2005 he made his big league debut versus the 
Cleveland Indians where he received his 1st Major League Win.

Chris Bosio, former Major League pitcher for the Milwaukee Brewers and Seattle Mariners and  current 
Major League pitching coach will be conducting private lessons and hosting large and small group 
camps and clinics at Players Choice of the Fox Cities. Chris Bosio posted a career 94-93 record, striking 
out 1,059 batters, posting a 3.96 ERA and throwing a no-hitter on April 22, 1993 (The last no-hitter 
thrown by a Mariner).  After retiring from playing, Bosio began a career in coaching with the Seattle 
Mariners as their Special Assignment pitching coach, then with the Tampa Bay Devil Rays as their Big 
League pitching coach, then became the Assistant Coach for pitchers at UW Oshkosh and later Lawrence 
University before getting back into professional ball for the Cincinnati Reds and their Double-A affiliate 
the Chattanooga Lookouts.  Later, to come back to the Milwaukee Brewers, where he was in their farm 
system coaching before he spent much of 2009 with the Triple-A Nashville Sounds before replacing 
Brewers pitching Coach Bill Castro on August 12, 2009.  

The son of Wisconsin Baseball coaching legend, Doran Ryan, Tim brings Division I College and 
Professional experience to the PCFC baseball staff. With over 2+ years of professional experience 
(Kalamazoo, San Angelo, Edmonton, Calgary) and All-conference and All-Louisiana accolades at 
Centenary College Tim can coach all facets of the game for private and semi-private lessons.  During 
his high school days at Oshkosh Lourdes, Tim earned All-State honors, a spot on the WBCA All Star 
team and was named the Legion state All Star MVP.  Tim is currently working as an assistant coach 
at Lawrence University in Appleton, WI.
